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Abstract    

Objectives: This study aimed to evaluate the Arabic language textbook for the eighth grade in the 

Directorate of Education in South Hebron, Palestine, from the perspective of teachers.                        

Methodology: To achieve the study's objectives, the researcher employed a descriptive methodology. The 

study population consisted of 80 teachers, with a sample of 53 teachers from the Directorate of Education 

in South Hebron for the 2023-2024 academic year. The study tool was a questionnaire with 55 items divided 

into five domains, book design and layout, educational objectives, assessment methods, educational 

content, and instructional activities. The researcher calculated percentages, means, and standard deviations 

for each domain.  

Results: The results indicated that the overall evaluation of the eighth-grade Arabic language textbook 

across all domains was moderate. Additionally, there were no statistically significant differences in the 

evaluation scores attributed to the study variables: gender, educational qualifications, and years of 

experience.                                      

Recommendations: The study recommended increasing the focus of curriculum planners and designers at 

the Palestinian Ministry of Education on instructional activities that meet students' needs and interests.
